IV. CSF

Moneel Chand - CSF Meeting in Irvine was really productive.  All UC’s were in attendance except for UC Berkeley and UCSF. 

Issues Covered:

· Discussed including a sunset clause in referenda. I was personally opposed because it would cause a lot of havoc if referenda expired. I think there should be sunset clauses but there should be a way of evaluating referenda sunset clauses to make sure they won’t have negative impacts.  That’s one of the things they’re working on.

· Working on who controls referenda money and how it’s distributed throughout the different campuses. 
· Discussed having a clause in referenda to designate a governing body to oversee spending of money and ensure it’s going where intended.

· Looking at UCOP tax as it relates to Student Services fee. Collecting data from campuses to see if any are being taxed excessively.

· Standardization campaign-a lot of campuses don’t have a good way of evaluating their units. Those that do were sharing information on how they do it with campuses like UCI and UCSD that do not currently.
· Student Service Fee requirements: A lot of UC’s are using Student Service Fees for things for which they are not intended.  

· Because a lot of campuses will see their student service fees impacted by benefits increases we’re trying to work on the definition of “student services fee” specifying they must go to tangible goods and services for students. 

Nancy - That is a major issue. If you look at our budgets less and less is discretionary every year because we’re adding benefits. 

Moneel - Their report should be ready this June. 

Christine – What about UCOP tax on referenda funds? I’ve been asked about that 

Moneel – We didn’t address that but I can bring that up. 

Jazz - Do any decisions they make change what we do here?

Moneel - If changes are approved it will trickle down to all the UC’s. But there would be input before that would happen. 
V. Announcements

Alison – We will get a budget presentation and projections next week and after we’ve thoroughly reviewed that we will decide if we will issue a call letter, what type of call letter and will send it out hopefully before spring break.
