Call to Order:
The meeting was called to order at 10:11 a.m.

Approval of Agenda:

· A motion was made by Alison Winje and seconded by John Joanino to approve the agenda. This vote was unanimous.

Review of the Minutes:

· A motion was made by Kym Faull and seconded by Kathleen Copenhaver to approve the 1/14/2013 minutes as amended. This vote was unanimous. 
Compensation Policy:
· John Joanino distributed the letter to the Chancellor regarding compensation policy and the application for committees to apply for compensation. SFAC has developed a detailed process for new committees to apply for compensation, and to review currently compensated committees. 
· Currently, the only committees that receive funding from student service fees for compensation are the Student Initiated Access Committee (SIAC), Campus Retention Committee (CRC), Student Fee Advisory Committee (SFAC) and Student Health Advisory Committee (SHAC). 

· The committee as a whole reviewed the letter to the Chancellor and the application. Several edits and clarifications were made to the document:
· Change question 2 to “why is your committee requesting compensation?”

· John Joanino clarified that “gravity of responsibility” relates to how widely the committee’s reach extends across campus, and how many students are affected by their decisions. 
· Requesting meeting agendas lets SFAC know how many hours the committee meets for, and what the additional responsibilities of subcommittees are. The responsibilities of subcommittees and their hours are also included in the application. 
· Rebecca Lee-Garcia suggested adding that the committees will be reviewed every two years. 
· Compensation of committees will be reviewed periodically, but not necessarily after a set period of time.
· It was clarified that percentage of time spent working with on-campus and off-campus entities included all preparatory work for, and meetings with those entities.
· MaryTheresa Pendergast suggested that question 4 be phrased, “Which entities on and off campus do you interact with?”
· The specific, total amount of funding being requested needs will be included as its own question. 
· Include “What is the name and purpose of your committee” in the first question on the application. 
· John Joanino clarified that question 3C helped to determine if the applying committee was already receiving funding that could be directed to compensation, not just whether or not they were already being compensated. It is being rephrased as “please describe the funding you receive to carry out your committee’s responsibilities”

· It was included that if the committee is eligible for compensation, they may be asked to make a presentation to SFAC.  
· It is an SFAC policy that groups cannot receive funding from both SFAC and GSA or USAC, which will be included in the application guidelines.

· For a committee to be sponsored by the University, they need to be a registered student organization. This requirement will be included in the first paragraph.
